
To fit Ingersoll SC71 and SC73 nightlatches
together with Bramah C17 cylinder in new wood

Tools required

Brace with 32mm (11/4"), 19mm (3/4") and 13mm (1/2")
wood bits
Bradawl
Chisels 19mm (3/4") and 13mm (1/2")
Mallet
Pencil
Sharp knife
Rule
Screwdrivers - medium and small

If a power router is available the drilling and most of the
chiselling can be avoided and installation time reduced.

Ingersoll fitting instructions are included with the lock, but
intended for general information only. The fitting of the
lock and cylinder should be carried out by ONLY
following these Bramah instructions, which differ in
important respects.

Lock

1 When fitting a cylinder and nightlatch, position equal
distances from top and bottom of the door, taking care
not to position the lock where its installation would
damage the door construction.

If a deadlock is being fitted, position nightlatch 1/3rd
down from top of the door.

2 Using the Ingersoll cylinder template mark the inside of
the door for the centre of the 32mm (11/4") diameter 
hole only, not the four 10mm (3/8") holes. Also mark the
position for the foreend on the edge of the door.
(reference 1 on the Ingersoll instructions).

3 Remove the template and reposition the  centre of the
32mm (11/4") diameter hole upwards, towards the top of
the door, by 6mm (1/4"). Do not alter the position of the
fore-end.

4 Drill the 32mm (11/4") diameter hole  in the higher
'Bramah' position.
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2 Using the Ingersoll cylinder template in position on the
door, reposition the  centre of the 32mm (11/4") diameter
hole upwards, towards the top of the door, by 6mm
(1/4"). 
(reference 1 on the Ingersoll instructions).

Do not drill the four 10mm (3/8") holes.

Do not alter the position of the fore-end. 
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5 Chisel a 3mm ( 1/ 8") deep recess in the opening edge
of the door to house the rim lock fore-end.
(reference 3 on the Ingersoll instructions).

6 Fit Bramah cylinder into 32mm (1 1/ 4") diameter hole
and slide back plate over connecting bar (through the
12mm ( 1/ 2") hole) onto the inside of the door. Ensure
cylinder is the correct way up with the Bramah trade
mark horizontal. Fix the back plate to the cylinder with
two M5 screws provided.

With the back plate in this position, mark round it.

7 Remove the back plate and the cylinder. Using the
outline of the back plate as a guide, chisel a recess for
the back plate to a depth of 5mm ( 3/ 16"). 

8 Refit the cylinder and Bramah back plate, cutting the
two M5 screws to a suitable length.

9 Remove Ingersoll back plate from the rim lock and fit to
Bramah back plate with the four screws provided. 

Fit two woodscrews into Ingersoll back plate near edge
of door for additional strength.

10 If a door pull M40 and or a blanking ring are fitted
they must be in position before the the connecting bar is
cut.

Cut connecting bar so that 10mm ( 3/ 8") protrudes from
the face of the Ingersoll back plate. 

For thicker doors a longer connecting bar is available
P007/39, it projects 32 mm more than the bar supplied.

11 Fit rim lock as Ingersoll instructions.

12 If replacing Ingersoll SC1cylinder, a large blanking ring
P006/12 is required to cover the hole.
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
